MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
Between the
MASSACHUSETTS DEPARTMENT OF EN.VIRONMENTAL PROTECTION
And the
UNIVERSITY OF MASSACHUSETTS at AMHERST
And the
MASSACHUSETTS DIVISION OF OCCUPATIONAL SAFETY

This Memorandum of Agreemenf (“MOA?” or “Agreement”) is made between and among
the University of Massachusetts at Amherst (“the University”), a Commonwealth of
Massachusetts state institution of higher education under Chapter 75 of General Laws with its
campus located in Amherst, Massachusetts, 01003; the Massachusetts Division of Occupational
Safety (“DOS”), an agency of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts having its principal place of
‘business at 399 Washington Street, Boston, Massachusetts, 02108; and the Massachusetts °
Department of Environmental Protection (“MassDEP”), an agency of the Commonwealth of
Massachusetts, having its principal place of business at One Winter Street, Boston,
Massachusetts 02108. The University, DOS and MassDEP hereinafter may also be individually

referred to as a “Party” and collectively referred to as the “Parties.”
RECITALS

WHEREAS, the development and implementation of a Window Caulking and Glazing
Compound Removal Protocol (“Protocol”) at the University will provide numerous public
benefits, including, but not limited to:

e Clear guidance for complying with Regulation 310 CMR 7.15 and DOS’ Asbestos

Regulation, 453 CMR 6.00;

e The prevention and abatement of air pollution; and

e The protection of public health and worker safety.
WHEREAS, this protocol is the product of a cooperative effort by the University, MassDEP and
DOS to address the removal and disposal of asbestos-containing glazing compound and window
caulk performed in connection with painting work at the University. This protocol sets forth

requirements for asbestos removal/abatement as established in the asbestos regulations enforced
